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Deaconõs Corner 

When in Hawaii we attended Trinity Episcopal 

Church by the Sea in Kihei, Maui.  It was a 

uniquely beautiful church.   It was built in 1852 as 

the Kilolani Church by David Malo, the third Na-

tive Hawaiian to be ordained in the Christian min-

istry.  A year after the church was completed, 

David Malo died and his congregation dispersed.  

Around 1893 the church was burned during the 

rebellion against those sympathetic to the U.S. 

takeover.  After flooding devastated the remaining 

walls of the building it remained vacant for over 

half a century. 
 

In the fall of 1976 the small Episcopal congrega-

tion of Trinity by the Sea started among the ruins.  

Services are held within the ruins of the old 

church.  There remains a partial corner wall and 

palms and trees are the roof.  Everything is de-

signed to be outside, they simply add the altar lin-

ens, organ and microphones. 
 

Also on the grounds are an old Hawaiian ceme-

tery, a columbarium and the stations of the cross 

on a trail among the palms and trees.  We walked 

the stations and were taken by the simplicity and 

closeness we felt to Jesus during his ordeal. 

The service started and ended with the blowing of 

a conch shell.  You all know the Doxology we sing 

when the offerings are brought to the altar.  It was 

sung in the Hawaiian language: 
 

Hoôo-na-ni I ka Ma-ku-a mau,  (Praise God from 

whom all blessings flow) 

Ke Kei-ki me ka óU-ha-ne no, (praise Him all 

creatures here below) 

Ke Aku-a mau Ho-óo-mai-ka-óI pu, (praise Him 

above you heavenly hosts) 

Ko ke-ia ao, ko ke-la ao. óA-me-ne. (praise Fa-

ther, Son and Holy Spirit.  Amen) 
 

It was a joyous place to worship our Lord and  

Savior.

Vicarõs Teaching Corner... 
 

Have a question? I will try and 

answer any questions which 

seem to apply to a wide spec-

trum of people in this article. I 

do ask that you write questions 

on a piece of paper or in an e-

mail. It is the only hope I have of 

keeping track of things. I have 

chosen this month to answer- ñWhat is the proper 

way to receive the Sacrament by intinction?ò 

 

To begin with, intinction is receiving the Sacrament 

directly on oneôs tongue. Instead of taking the Body 

and Blood separately, in oneôs hand and from the 

common Cup, some people prefer to have the wafer 

dipped in the cup and placed upon their tongue. They 

hold the bread until the minister, administering the 

Cup, takes the wafer and touches it to the wine and 

places it on their tongue.  This is actually the proper 

method of intinction.

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Ministry of the Month 
 

ALTAR GUILD  
 

As the Episcopal Church has known them,  altar 

guilds developed in the late 19th century, a natural 

outgrowth of what had been an exclusively male 

world.  For hundreds of years certain male leaders 

called clerics, then sacristans, were responsible for 

everything that is now considered ñaltar guild 

work.ò  A sacristan supervised the sacristy and all 

the paraphernalia of worship, prepared for services 

and did the church housekeeping as well.  Sometime 

in the 19th century women became assistants to sac-

ristans and by the turn of the 20th century they were 

beginning to organize into guilds.  Although women 

have predominated, by the end of the 20th century 

men were again taking part in this ministry.  Today 

at SOTH we have Brother David and several hus-

bands who help set up for a service but are not offi-

cially on a team. 
 

Altar guild work goes on quietly behind the scenes 

and often goes unnoticed because worshipers donôt 

think about the familiar scene in front of them as 

long as it remains familiar.  Altar guild members are 

willing to give as much time as it takes to do what 

has to be done.  This includes cleaning, polishing 

silver and brass, setting up for a service, cleansing 

after and washing and ironing the linens.  They also 

help with weddings and funerals. 
 

We have four teams at SOTH each taking one week 

of each month plus one extra week during the year.

Listen Up! 
 

Thereôs help for Hearing Loss 
 

Most of us experience some hearing loss as we 

get older.  For many baby boomers, the natural 

aging process may have been helped along by a 

noisy environment.  From yesterdayôs rock con-

certs to todayôs leaf blowers, repeated exposure to 

loud sounds can damage the cells and nerves of 

the inner ear. 
 

Fortunately, there are a number of devices avail-

able to help you hear better and miss less. 
 

Can you repeat that, please? 

You may have hearing loss if you: 

 Strain to follow conversations 

 Ask people to repeat themselves often 

 Have trouble hearing on the telephone 

 Struggle to hear over background noise 

 Have been told your TV is too loud 

 Hearing a ringing , hissing, or roaring in your 

ears. 
 

Getting help, here and now. 
 

These days, hearing aids come in a variety of 

forms, including some that fit completely inside 

the ear canal.  Digital models use a computer chip 

to process sounds, adjusting to different situa-

tions.  Some hearing aids contain a small mag-

netic coil that assists hearing over the phone or in 

public buildings with special sound systems. 
 

At home, a setup that lets you plug a hearing aid 

directly  into the TV may help. 
 

Talk with your doctor if you think you might have 

a hearing problem.  The right devise could enrich 

your life.

There has been a new habit formed in the past few 

years of people doing their own intinction by tak-

ing the wafer themselves, dipping it in the Cup and 

putting the Sacrament on their own tongue.   One 

of the problems incurred here is that there is no 

guarantee that each person has washed their hands 

before the Eucharist, something I ask of each per-

son who handles the Sacrament in any way. Sec-

ondly, there is a great chance of dripping the Sac-

rament on the way to oneôs mouth since looking 

into the Chalice is hard from a kneeling position, 

or for that matter standing, when one does not 

have control of the Cup and not everyone has great 

depth perception.  It takes more time and is often 

clumsy. I ask that everyone use the proper method 

and if you choose not to, do not be taken aback 

when the Chalice Bearer follows the Sacrament to 

your mouth with the purificator (cloth used to 

clean the lip of the Chalice after every communi-

cant). They are charged with not dripping the Sac-

rament. 

 

In a related question, someone asked about only 

receiving in one kind. There are very valid reasons 

for only receiving the Body and not the Blood. But 

there are some excuses that just do not hold water. 

ñGerms are carried on the Chalice.ò I have re-

ceived, literally, after thousands of communicants 

in my 30 years. I have never gotten ill from a 

Common Chalice. My standard line is, even if you 

do not believe in the Holy Spirit, believe in the 

chemical reaction of alcohol and gold (which is 

what is on the inside of our Chalices). 

 

But I understand the hesitation of some and I 

honor that also, whether for physical or social rea-

sons . If you do not receive the Chalice please wait 

until the Chalice passes. You should place your 

hands over your heart to indicate that you are not 

receiving the Chalice and that will be honored. 

And if you are not receiving the Chalice, please 

wait until this time to leave the rail, then no one is 

seen as receiving or not, and one leaving earlier 

does disturb others beside you.

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Yes, receiving in one kind is sufficient, but for good 

reason. The Sacrament was constituted as Body and 

Blood, but through the Church centuries, for need, 

one kind will complete the Communion. In fact, I 

have had patients in hospital that only received the 

Blood. They could not have the Body. It was suffi-

cient.
