Malignant melanoma, the most deadly form of 

cancer, can be removed if found in an early stage.  

Look at your skin regularly for changes in moles 

or dark spots.  Look for uneven shapes, irregular 

borders, varied colors from one area to another, or 

size larger than a pencil eraser. Learn more at 

www.aad.org. 

 

Q: Should a thorough inspection of the skin be 

part of a comprehensive physical examination? 

 

A: Yes.  Each year more than 1 million new cases 

of skin cancer are diagnosed in the United 

States, and more than 11,000 people die from 

the disease.  Total body examinations are cru-

cial for early detection and treatment of both 

skin cancers and pre-malignant skin lesions.  

Removal of the lesions usually results in  a 

complete cure, especially if they are detected at 

an early stage.  If your doctor fails to include a 

total body exam in your physical, ask for it.  If 

you are at increased risk for skin cancer 

(because of previous cancerous lesions, family 

history, or fair complexion) you may want to 

consult a dermatotlogist for the exam.

Our Financial Plan 
 
With the arrival of Bishop Jim and Stacey Adams 

at SOTH and the walls of our new church and fel-

lowship hall going up, we have every right to be 

thankful for Godôs blessing. Our little mission 

church in  Lecanto is going through changes that 

would, under normal circumstances, take five to 

eight years. We also know that these changes were 

on Godôs time, not our time. 

 

We did not have the opportunity to take the action 

of building and calling a full time vicar sequen-

tially with ñ breathing spaceò  between each event.  

This means that careful planning is required, a lot 

of prayers, and there is a supportive and well in-

formed congregation providing a foundation for 

these changes. 

 

An important element in our careful planning is 

our financial plan. We have new and one time fi-

nancial requirements for building our new church 

and fellowship hall, and new and ongoing finan-

cial requirements for supporting a full time vicar.  

Both at the same time; and the most critical time 

period for managing this financial plan is the com-

ing twelve months (through March, 2011).  

 

As a congregation we have made a strategic bet to 

advance Christôs work by growing our church 

ministries, both in new members and in our operat-

ing budget. We know that a new facility, our new 

vibrant, teaching vicar, Bishop Jim, and all of us 

continuing our important ministries for Christ, will 

be the cornerstones for this growth.  But we do not 

know the timeframe for this growth, only that it 

will come with Godôs help.  
 

To keep the congregation financially informed, we 

will publish a Quarterly Financial Recap in The 

Shepherdôs Staff.  2010 First Quarter Financials 

follow in the next column.

REVENUE 

 

We had approximately $1,000.00 less than expected in 

quarterly revenue. This was largely caused by a lower 

than anticipated amount received in non pledge donations 

and a few parishioners who were not up to date with their 

pledges as of March 31, 2010. We might have had a lar-

ger deficit in budgeted revenue if we did not have some 

parishioners who have donated more than their pledged 

amounts. 

 

EXPENSE 

 

Expenses for the quarter overall were slightly lower than 

expected, mainly because we have not yet completely 

funded some of our outreach programs. We would expect 

that these expenses will be booked in the second quarter. 

We had some higher than expected administration ex-

penses as we said goodbye to our Priest in Charge and 

welcomed our new Vicar. 

 

This report shows that we are basically on our expected 

revenue/expense stream. We appreciate all of your sup-

port.
